Class: Art and Art Fundamentals

Concept/ Topic to Teach: Understand how to use the grid to plot out proper proportions in a portrait and how to use value and pencil technique to create a realistic sense of form in portrait drawing.

Essential Question Focus: 

( How does learning artistic technique help you create stronger artwork?
( How do artists communicate through art?
Specific Objectives: 

( Students will be able to make value scales using multiple pencil techniques
( Students will be able to take a photograph of a person that uses facial expression, lighting and camera angle to create interest and move toward communicating through portraiture

( Students will be able to use the grid technique to replicate the contour lines found in human faces that has accurate proportions

( Students will be able to use their understanding of value to create realistic form found in the human face

Assessment: 

( realistic self-portrait that shows an understanding of proportion, shape, texture, value, line and form
Lesson Steps:

( Review word wall vocabulary

( Demo value scale in multiple pencil techniques (segmented scumbling, gradated scumbling, hatch and cross hatch)
( Explain value scale and that to make an image look realistic they must have a full range of values.  Have students create a value scale using each technique learned
( Demo how to create form using value by turning a circle into a sphere

( Have students turn a circle into a sphere showing light source and gradual value development to emphasis shadows and highlights to create form
( Explain that we will be working on portraits in the next assignment and that each student will have to have a picture of a person they know to work from

( Students discuss portraits and how artists use camera angle, posing and facial expressions to communicate and create visual interest; moving a portrait from a mug shot to a more unique piece of art
· Students are to take a photograph of someone they know showing an understanding of composition and creating interesting images

( Students get demo on drawing the human eye
( Give students hand-outs on examples of how to draw the eyes, nose and lips
( Have students practice drawing the eyes, nose and lips in their sketchbooks

( Demo how to read a ruler and create a 1/2” x ½” grid evenly across their photograph and also how to enlarge on another sheet of paper

· Have students create this on their photo and enlarge to 3/4'” on a piece of drawing paper 

( Note: have students copy down the definition of contour line: A line that defines the edges of the main objects and the important parts of a drawing
( Demo how to draw the contour lines of the photograph using the grid
( Have students draw the contours of their portrait photo 

( Demo how to look at a portrait photograph to recognize the values found in human flesh.  Teach students how to use their value scales to determine the proper placement and development of values to create a replication of the portrait.  Demo how to use proper pencil technique to use value to achieve form and realism in their portrait drawings.
( Have students use their own value scales, photos and contour line drawings to begin replicating the values found in their photographs.  
( Students work on portraits to develop values and pull out details
( Give a demo on how to draw hair and eyebrows
( Students develop the values and texture in the hair and eyebrows of their portraits.

( Demo eye lashes

( Students study and replicate the eye lashes on their portrait

( Hang all portraits and make students look at their pieces from at least 20 feet.  Ask them if they are able to see the details and if there is enough contrast for the portrait o be interesting at this distance.  Have students discuss what works and what needs further resolution in each drawing.  Give drawings back to students to resolve until the answers to the above questions are yes.

(When portrait are complete teach the class how to write a formal art critique using the 4 topic strategy of Describe, Analyze, Interpret and Judgement.  Have students write a full and formal art critique on their portraits.

( Watch the studio session video on Chuck Close have students take notes during the video to answer the question: How does the work of Chuck Close relate to the portraits we created in class?  How does he both use and extend the concept of grid to make unique pieces of art?

· Have students Share their thoughts with their elbow partner.  Use Popsicle method to call on students to state what they heard their partner say to respond to the questions.  
Assessment:

Rough draft of portrait in 1:1 size

Final Portrait enlargement @1.75  that shows an understanding of proportion, value, pencil technique, form and contrast.
